· Coordinate with schools to arrange assessment times and locations within the schools
· Maintain scheduled contact with schools’ liaisons, AIR’s district-based testing coordinator, and other project team members in a timely and professional manner
· Be prepared to troubleshoot testing-related problems
· Cooperate with school staff in the event of an emergency
