Membership Update

With the new unified dues system we’re dependent on NJEA for our membership data.  The process of programing NJEA’s computers is taking longer than anticipated.   At this point we can only restate what was in the Summer Beacon.
NJEA sent renewal statements to all their annual members last May.  The renewal amount for most of you was $82 (professional) or $59 (ESP).  If you sent your check you’ve paid your dues for both NJREA and BCREA.  
Some of you were “billed” for only $72 or $49, amounts that didn’t include BCREA dues.  You weren’t billed for BCREA for one of 2 reasons:  

· You’re over 75 and the unification rules don’t require you to join a county association.
If, however, you want to remain a county member, we’ve sent you a letter about paying

 BCREA dues.

· You’re a lifetime member of BCREA so your BCREA dues are paid for life.
If you didn’t get a renewal statement last May it’s because:
· You’re a life member of NJREA so your NJREA dues are paid for life.  The unification rules don’t require you to join a county association.  If, however, you want to remain a county member, you should have received a letter from us about paying BCREA dues.
· You’re not a member of NJREA.  You’ll receive membership information, hopefully very soon.

If you’re an annual member of BCREA you must join both BCREA and NJREA (unless you’re
age 75 or older).  If you’re a lifetime member of BCREA you’re exempt from NJREA membership but we hope you’ll consider joining when you get NJREA’s membership information.
